Mr. V. Nehoda stressed the importance of year 2019 for the decentralisation reform
in the light of approval of the Government’s Action Plan and the MinRegion’s
Operational Plan.

Mr. V. Nehoda expressed the MinRegion’s overall satisfaction with the DDB WGs’
format and suggested to strengthen further the link between the content of the WGs
work and the issues discussed at the DB meetings.

He informed the participants that MinRegion launches an automatic CRF Matrix for
monitoring the reform implementation results. The new system is improved
instrument for coordination of plans and activities between the Ministry and
international technical assistance projects and programs.

He stated that since the architecture and content of the next phase of the ULEAD
with Europe program is not yet clearly defined, the implementation of the reform
should continue based on the existing set up and structures (which proved to be
effective) that aim to make a breakthrough in the reform implementation. Further
discussions and support to the structures responsible for reform implementation are
needed.

Mr. M. Ehnberg thanked the DDB members for submitting their comments to the
DDB TOR by e-mail and expressed his hope that they have been addressed in the
current version. He stressed that that the WGs will continue working “under the
auspices of the DDB”, as proposed by the EUDel. He also thanked the OSCE for
their very detailed comments, many of which can be further considered in the
process of elaboration/improvement of the DDB procedures at more technical level
(CoE together with the Secretariat will see how to make a better use of these
comments and will keep OSCE informed).

Ms. L. Krylova presented main points of the updated DDB TOR (Presentation 2).

Mr. M. Ehnberq, after ensuring that there are no objections to the TOR among the
DDB members, announced them as approved.

Mr. M. Ehnberg thanked the Ministry for sharing the Operational plan with the
donor community and invited the Ministry to make its overview.

Mr. S. Sharshov presented content of the plan related to the territorial-administrative
reform, underlining its compliance with the Local Self-government Reform
Concept. He said that work on some tasks of the Plan is already in progress
(proposals for amendments to the Constitution, methodological recommendations on
the statutes of territorial communities, etc.) and highlighted the following priorities
in the Operational Plan:

- Amendments of the Budget Law;

- Speeding up formation of capable territorial communities (hromadas) in oblasts
that require further support;

- Rendering maximum assistance to amalgamating communities with the cities of
oblast significance;

- Creating oblast interdepartmental WGs for making proposals for drawing of oblast
amalgamation maps, approving the Perspective Amalgamation Plans in oblasts, in
order to form sustainable communities covering 100% of the territory of each oblast;

- Continued conduction of public discussions, debates, reform promotion events;
- Communication support for the reform;

- Expert and technical assistance, including involvement of international experience,
in advancing pending reform priorities;

- Supporting drafting of legislation and support to communication of legislative
changes.

He thanked all projects and programs that contributed to the Operational Plan
finalisation. In some cases support to various activity blocks in the Plan was
announced simultaneously by several projects and programs, which will require
further coordination with support of the DDB Secretariat. He stressed that the
finalised Plan will form the basis for the adjustment of the CRF and its further
monitoring.

Ms. O. Boyko welcomed all the participants and presented the main priorities of the
MinRegion’s Operational Plan in terms of regional development (Presentation 3),
which included:

- Establishing the functioning system of support to regional development according
to the European standards;

- Facilitating the establishment and supporting Regional Development Agencies;

- Enhancing cross-border cooperation;
- Adopting a package of bills in support of regional development objectives;

- Introducing functional regional strategic planning system and adopting new
Regional Development Strategy 2027;

- Strengthening regional cooperation based on SMART specialisation;
- Increasing the effectiveness of existing Investment Support Offices;
- Implementing the Danube Transnational Programme.

She noted that the MinRegion relies a lot on the active involvement and support of
international technical assistance projects and programs.

Mr. T.White (USAID) thanked both presenters for the clear outlines of priorities and
confirmed USAID’s further support to the reform implementation.

Mr. F. Coene (EU Delegation): suggested to dedicate the next DDB to the regional
development issues, and to reflect in particular on the effectiveness of the State
Fund for Regional Development functioning and the budgetary support instrument.

Mr. V. Nehoda expressed his support to include regional development into the next
DDB meeting agenda, referring to the importance of improving the existing regional
development funding instrument, a need to have more systemic recommendations
based on the European experience.

Mr. M. Ehnberg supported the idea of making regional development the focus of the
next DDB meeting and_asked the Secretariat and the WG on regional development
under the auspices of the DDB to submit their proposals for the agenda.

Mr. V. lonescu suggested to reflect in the presentation of the MinRegion’s
Operational Plan in a more systematic way the outcomes level (in line with the
results-based management approach) and raised a question about how extensive was

of Presidential and Parliamentary elections

Mr. V. Nehoda referred to the fact that the MinRegion’s Operational Plan contains
the list of all legislative acts requiring adjustment/development for further reform
implementation, especially important for ensuring that the upcoming local elections
of 2020 are hold on a new territorial basis (which is the subject of political risks
related to potential outcomes of forthcoming presidential and parliamentary
elections in 2019). He stressed that the outmost priority is to advocate for adoption
of the legislation by the Parliament and in this context welcomed Professor
Millbrandt’s support.

Prof. G. Milbradt thanked the Government of Ukraine for pursuing a comprehensive
and ambitious reform strategy. He agreed that the implementation of the Operational
Plan would depend a lot on the Parliament, which has been recently rather passive in
adopting legal acts related to decentralisation. Taking into account such dynamics,
he suggested to focus the joint advocacy efforts on most fundamental laws that can
be likely passed, and proposed his assistance in addressing the Parliament,by a
letter, including the need for constitutional amendments which are necessary to
achieve the point of “no-return” in the reform.

Mr. M. Ehnberg added that the CoE is in full agreement with the list of priority
laws , that the proper communication and coordination is maintained with Prof
Milbradt on this issue, and reassured that CoE is committed to further support the
legislative reform process in the decentralisation sector based on the priorities and
needs of the Ukrainian authorities.

Mr. T. White thanked Prof. G. Milbradt for backing up the reform process and said
that USAID would secure relevant support to the law making process through its
